MINUTES of ANNUAL MEETING – October 24, 2020  


Commenced 1:15 p.m., Rowland Hall Gayla Theater, Minutes recorded by Board Secy. Ron 
Willett. 


Before the commencement of business, Nikki McGuire offered an inspirational reading.


* Opening Statement: Opening remarks were offered by the Board of Directors President Marty 
Burgess, who expressed thanks for all who were able to attend today.  He noted the special 
Covid-19 safety protocols in place for this meeting and offered thanks for everyone’s 
cooperation and compliance.  Marty explained the procedure for individual questions at that 
time in the meeting, with a designated microphone to be clean-wiped after each use.  


Inspirational reading: Nikki McGuire

* Credentials Report:  Marty Burgess, who also serves as the Association’s official Clerk, 
confirmed that the number of members in attendance today (33) meets the quorum 
requirements for Annual Meeting as stated in the Association’s Bylaws. 


*  Meeting Agenda:  Marty noted that the Agenda for this Annual Meeting was posted on the 
Association’s Web site at least 30 days in advance, that the Agenda was also distributed to 
attendees today, and that the Agenda is now fixed per provisions of our Bylaws.  He asked if 
there were questions or comments about the Agenda, and there being none, he proceeded 
with the Meeting. 


* Memorials:  Marty read the names of 13 Ferry Beach members who deceased since the prior 
Annual Meeting and concluded with a moment of silence in their memory.  


* Approval of Minutes of 2019 Annual Meeting: 

The Minutes having been distributed to all attendees, Marty stated that he would entertain a 
motion to accept the Minutes as submitted.  Pamela Emery so moved, and the motion was duly 
seconded.  Marty asked if there were any questions or comments.  There being none, Marty 
called for a vote on the motion, which was approved unanimously.


*  Treasurer’s report:  Board Treasurer Doug Atkins

Doug commented on two financial report grids included in the Annual Report materials 
distributed for today’s meeting: One grid detailed actual key revenue and key expenses for 
program years 2015 through 2019.  A second grid detailed baseline budgets for program years 
2012 though 2019.  Doug offered comments noting points of information on the grids which 
indicate positive progress and current financial stability but he emphasized that current and 
foreseeable conditions present financial challenges.  He noted the importance and value of 
support from our Sustaining Donors.


* President’s Report: Marty Burgess
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Marty noted that Program Year 2019 began with selection and announcement of HOPE as the 
theme of the year, which was also our first year of hoped-for year-round operations and 
financial independence without revenue from the prior campus tenant.  Following a good 
summer, JOY was selected as the theme for Program Year 2020.  As it has turned out, the 
Covid-19 pandemic prevented the normal spring, summer and fall conference revenue so 
central to financial operations, resulting in a major challenge.   He noted various measures to 
address the revenue loss and to keep mission-driven operations going on a reduced scale.  
Marty expressed special gratitude to members who have given of their time, labor and 
resources to bring help out during these challenging times, noting that the pandemic has not 
prevented many moments of joy while Ferry Beach remains engaged in its mission. 


*  Executive Director’s report:  Cathy Stackpole

Cathy reported on various aspect of operations over the past Program Year:


•Facilities improvements, including new ADA boardwalk, heat pumps in Rowland first-floor 
rooms, removal of the Quillen Annex, renovation of Dolphin Room, a sound system in the 
Grove, and a major renovation of Rose Pavilion. 

•Outreach to new guests in shoulder seasons and outreach to local community and local 
holiday events

•In the summer of 2019 we had a robust staff with 8 international students and several local 
students, generating much positive feedback from conferees and vacationers. 

•New computer software for donor tracking and customer relations, continuing search for 
suitable software for booking lodging and meeting space.


Overall, Cathy noted that Program Year 2019, as a transition year, included the accomplishment 
of many goals we had set and leaves us ready to meet new challenges.  She cited many unseen 
“background” works accomplished by staff and volunteers.  She referred to membership as a 
focus now – working on the concept, “what IS membership?” and developing ideas about 
actively engaging our members, perhaps with discussions about “what do we want, how and 
when do we want to get there?”


* Governance/Bylaws Committee:  Board Secretary Ron Willett reported for Committee chair 
Caitlin Peale Sloan, who was unable to attend the Annual Meeting.  Ron noted that today’s 
Annual Meeting was originally scheduled for May 2, but public assemblies were at that time 
prohibited due to the Covid-19 pandemic. Because the Association’s Bylaws require the Annual 
Meeting to be held in Saco, the Annual Meeting was then rescheduled for today on the Ferry 
Beach campus.  As a result of these developments the Board of Directors authorized the 
Governance Committee (Ron and Caitlin) to draft new Bylaws language to enable an Annual 
Meeting to be held via electronic media in situations such as the current pandemic. 


Accordingly, the following language was offered as an amendment to the Association’s Bylaws:

Current language: 
ARTICLE VIII: MEETINGS Section 1 – Date of Annual Meeting 
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1. a) The Board of Directors will provide for an annual Meeting of the membership. The date 
and time of the Annual Meeting shall be set prior to May 1st each year. The Annual 
Meeting will be held in Saco, Maine. 


2. b) The Annual Meeting and any Special Meeting duly called by the Board will generally 
follow guidelines established by Robert’s Rules of Order. Votes on issues submitted for 
approval or decision at the Annual meeting and any duly called Special Meetings shall be 
cast by active individual members in accordance with Article III, Section 2. 


Proposed revision: 
ARTICLE VIII: MEETINGS 
Section 1 – Annual Meeting 
(a) The Board of Directors will provide for an Annual Meeting of the membership. The date and time 
of the Annual Meeting shall be set prior to May 1 each year. The Annual Meeting will be held in Saco, 
Maine. 
(b) The Annual Meeting and any Special Meeting duly called by the Board will generally follow 
guidelines established by Robert’s Rules of Order. Votes on issues submitted for approval or decision 
at the Annual meeting and any duly called Special Meetings shall be cast by active individual 
members in accordance with Article III, Section 2. 
(c) Special circumstances: The Board may determine by unanimous vote and upon concurrence of 
the Executive Director that it is not reasonable or possible to hold the Annual Meeting or any Special 
Meeting in person in Saco, Maine. Upon such determination, the Annual Meeting may be conducted 
solely by one or more means of remote communication through which all Members may participate 
and vote on agenda items offered for approval, pursuant to Article III Section 2 of these Bylaws. 
Participation in any such meeting constitutes presence at the meeting. The Board shall establish 
procedures for any meeting pursuant to this Section, including procedures for anonymous voting by 
telephonic, electronic or other communications facility. Members shall be notified of any meeting 
scheduled pursuant to this Section at least thirty (30) days in advance of such meeting.


Ron asked for any questions or discussion about the proposal.  One member in attendance 
noted that the proposed language refers to unanimous approval of the Board and he asked if 
this would be unanimous approval of only those Board members attending a Board meeting or 
unanimous approval of all members of the Board.  Ron noted that the language does not refer 
to any Board meeting for this approval and that it is the intent of the language to require the 
approval of all members of the Board without any reference to a meeting, noting that the Board 
members remain in communication between Board meetings. 

After further discussion, it was moved by Richard Plumb and seconded by Pamela Emery to 
approve the Bylaws amendment as proposed.  Ron asked if there was any further discussion, 
and there being none the proposal was approved with no objections and one abstention.   


*  Acknowledgment of past Board members:  Marty commented on the valuable contributions 
of all those who have served on the Board of Directors through the years, and he asked all prior 
Board members to stand up to be recognized.  


* Nominating Committee report:  Board member Meghan Chan, who chairs the Nominating 
Committee, reported that as there are no vacancies currently in need of nominees, there is no 
report this year from this Committee. 
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Upon the completion of business, Nikki McGuire offered an inspirational reading.


ADJOURNMENT was moved, duly seconded and approved at 2:14 p.m.

The 
generosity of members, the skill of staff and the great work of the financial team provided the 
opportunity for us to gather here today. I am grateful to the many families and individuals who have 
contributed to our community. 


In 1897, Dr. Shinn began thinking about a gathering place. While he did not have you and I in mind at the 
time, he set into motion a series of events that led to our gathering here on the edge of Saco Bay. He 
expected all of us to be here.  His faith in the future was solid. His willingness to commit to the future 
was hope in action. 


Since then, many families and individuals have left messages of universal love. Throughout campus I find 
those messages. The Underwood’s, Rowlands’s, Claflin’s left notes to have a good rest. The Dolphin’s and 
DeWolf’s, invite me to sit in community for meals. 


The Metz’s and Cross’s left doors open to enjoy some solitude and quiet - to find renewal.   On Gitchell 
and Quillen porches I find notes left behind by musicians, poets, storytellers reminding me of the many 
joys in life. In the Grove, I see the love notes placed in the Memorial Garden. 


The Rose’s left messages of shelter in a storm, warmth when it is wet and cold, along with hundreds of 
joyful gatherings.  Playgrounds, a place to buy ice cream, boardwalks, and trails, are all messages from 
the past. I am grateful to have found them. And honored to be entrusted with their care. 


It is in the reading of those messages that I find vision and gratitude. Ferry Beach has been busy with 
careful planning to get through the recent phase of the COVID pandemic. The resiliency of reimagining 
has Ferry Beach connecting in new ways, which are the same as the old ways, only different. Video 
Conference Technology has allowed the hosting of conferences, town halls and many meetings while 
managing the risk of COVID and reducing carbon footprint.


There has been time for deep conversations, maintenance, cleaning and getting ready for the 
opportunity to re-invite everyone back onto campus. 


The Board of Directors embraced a process of evaluation. We are in the process of implementing some 
of the changes we needed and reinforcing the many wonderful things we do.


Task forces were established to work with staff on the many complex challenges of COVID.


A new feature in Discovery was initiated – “From the Boardwalk” – articles from board members. 


With COVID protocols in place, we hosted a series of event in the Grove, fireside chats, music, and 
poetry readings. 


Weekend takeout food service was enjoyed. There are collaborations with other local non-profits serving 
the community, helping with the delivery of food products to the homebound. 


Volunteers were active in the virtual and physical locations of Ferry Beach.
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The community of Ferry Beach continues to be willing to help manage what is presented to us. 


The staff and financial team were able to secure financial support for us during the past eight months.

8) On	line	programming	for	summer	conferences	gave	us	an	opportunity	to	connect	
with	people	who	hadn’t	made	it	to	the	beach	in	years.	We	need	to	do	some	type	of	
that	going	forward.	


9) We	attracted	a	few	conferences	that	were	new	and	they	are	coming	back	because	
they	had	a	great	time.	


10)	Labor	Day	festivities	were	still	so	much	fun	even	with	masks	and	distance.	

11)	Less	choice	in	the	dining	room	at	meal	time	was	still	much	appreciated	

nourishment.	

12)	Our	shoulder	season	was	totally	wiped	out,	our	summer	season	did	only	22%	of	

our	usual	conference	revenue	and	we	survived!	Ferry	Beach	kept	everyone	safe	all	
summer.
